1. Introduction

The City of Chester, Pennsylvania is an entitlement community under the U.S. Department of Housing &
Urban Development's (HUD's) Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) and HOME Investment
Partnerships (HOME) Programs. In compliance with the HUD regulations, the City of Chester has prepared
this FY 2015-2019 Five Year Consolidated Plan for the period of July 1, 2015 through June 30, 2019. This
consolidated plan is a strategic plan for the implementation of the City's Federal Programs for housing,
community, and economic development within the City of Chester.

The Chester Economic Development Authority (CEDA) is the administering agency of the CDBG and HOME
programs for the City of Chester.

The Five Year Consolidated Plan establishes the City's goals for the next five (5) year period and outlines
the specific initiatives the City will undertake to address its needs and objectives by promoting: the
rehabilitation and construction of affordable, decent, safe, accessible, and sound housing;
homeownership, homeless prevention, rapid rehousing, operations and support services; creating a
suitable living environment; Public and Community facility improvements; infrastructure; public safety;
code enforcement; revitalization; historic preservation; removing slum and blighting conditions;
promoting fair housing; improving public services; expanding economic opportunities; and principally
benefitting low- and moderate-income persons.
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This Five Year Consolidated Plan is a collaborative effort of the City of Chester, Delaware County, the
community at large, social service agencies, housing providers, community development agencies, and
economic development groups. The planning process was accomplished through a series of public
meetings, stakeholder interviews, resident surveys, statistical data, and review of the City's
Comprehensive Plan and other community plans.

2. Summary of the objectives and outcomes identified in the Plan Needs Assessment
Overview

The “Vision” of this Five Year Consolidated Plan is to serve as a consolidated planning document, an
application, and a strategic plan for the City of Chester. The following goals and outcomes have been

identified for the five year period of FY 2015 through FY 2019:

Housing Priority -

There is a need to improve the quality of the housing stock in the community and to increase the supply
of affordable, decent, safe, accessible, and sound housing for home-owners, renters, and homebuyers.

Goals/Strategies:
HS-1 Housing Rehabilitation - Continue to rehabilitate the existing vacant residential housing stock for

homebuyers and tenants in the City to include energy efficiency, weatherization, and accessibility
modifications.
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HS-2 Housing Construction - Increase the supply of affordable, decent, safe, accessible, and sound housing
through new construction of owner and renter occupied housing.

HS-3 Home Ownership - Assist lower-income homebuyers to purchase a home with down payment and
closing cost assistance, including housing counseling services.

HS-4 Fair Housing - Promote fair housing choice through education and outreach.

HS-5 Public Housing - Support the Chester Housing Authority in its efforts to improve and maintain the
existing public housing stock, and promote homeownership assistance programs through the use of
Section 8 Housing Choice Vouchers for home purchase.

Homeless Priority -

There is a need for housing and services for homeless persons and persons at-risk of becoming homeless.
Goals/Strategies:

HO-1 Operation /Support - Continue to assist providers in the operation of housing and support services
for the homeless and persons at-risk of becoming homeless.

HO-2 Prevention and Housing - Continue to support homeless prevention and rapid re-housing programs.

HO-3 Housing - Support the rehabilitation of emergency shelters, transitional housing, and permanent
housing for the homeless by non-profit organizations.

Other Special Needs Priority -

There is a need for housing opportunities, services, and facilities for persons with special needs.
Goals/Strategies:

SN-1 Social Services - Support social service programs for the elderly, persons with disabilities, and
persons with other special needs.

SN-2 Housing - Increase the supply of affordable, decent, safe, accessible, and sound housing for the
elderly, persons with disabilities, and persons with other special needs through rehabilitation, new
construction, and making reasonable accommodations to existing housing.
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Community Development Priority

There is a need to improve the public and community facilities, infrastructure, public services, and the
quality of life in the City of Chester.

Goals/Strategy:

CD-1 Community Facilities - Improve the City's public and community facilities. (parks, recreation centers,
library, etc.)

CD-2 Infrastructure - Improve the City’s infrastructure through rehabilitation, reconstruction, and new
construction (streets, walks, curbs, ADA ramps, sewer, water, storm water management, flood control,
green infrastructure, etc.).

CD-3 Public Services - Improve and enhance public services, programs for youth, the elderly and the
disabled, including recreational programs, city services, and social/welfare programs throughout the City.

CD-4 Public Safety - Improve public safety facilities, equipment, and public safety services.

CD-5 Code Enforcement - Remove and eliminate slum and blighting conditions through code
enforcement, acquisition for rehabilitation, and demolition of vacant and abandoned structures citywide.

CD-6 Revitalization - Promote neighborhood revitalization activities in strategic areas through housing
development, infrastructure improvements, code enforcement, targeted acquisition, and demolition.

CD-7 Historic Preservation - Promote historic preservation and adaptive reuse of existing buildings in the
City.

Economic Development Priority

There is a need to increase employment, self-sufficiency, educational training, and economic
empowerment for residents of the City of Chester.

Goals/Strategies:

ED-1 Employment - Support and encourage new job creation, job retention, employment and job training
services.

ED-2 Financial Assistance - Support business and commercial growth through expansion and new
development.
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ED-3 Redevelopment Program - Plan and promote the development and redevelopment of vacant
commercial and industrial sites and facilities.

ED-4 Financial Incentives - Support and encourage new economic development through local, State, and
Federal tax incentives and programs. (Tax Increment Financing, Tax Abatements, Enterprise Zone,

Keystone Opportunity Zone, Section 108 Loan Guarantee Program, Economic Development Initiative, etc.)

Administration, Planning, and Management Priority

There is a continuing need for planning, administration, management, and oversight of Federal, state, and
local funded programs.

Goal/Strategy:

AM-1 Overall Coordination - Provide program management and oversight for the successful
administration of Federal, state, and local funded programs, including planning services for special
studies, environmental clearance, fair housing, and compliance with all Federal, state, and local laws and
regulations.

3. Evaluation of past performance

The City of Chester has a good performance record with HUD. The City regularly meets the performance
standards established by HUD. Each year the City prepares its Consolidated Annual Performance
Evaluation Report (CAPER). This report is submitted within ninety (90) days after the start of the new
program year. Copies of the CAPER are available for review at the Chester Economic Development
Authority, located at 1 Fourth Street, Chester, PA 19013.

The FY 2013 CAPER, which was the fourth CAPER for the FY 2010-2014 Five Year Consolidated Plan, was
approved by HUD in a letter dated November 10, 2014. In the FY 2013 CAPER, the City of Chester
expended 81.45% of its CDBG funds to benefit low- and moderate-income persons. The City expended
8.94% of its funds during the FY 2013 CAPER period on public service, which is below the statutory
maximum of 15%. The City expended 14.08% of its funds during this CAPER period on Planning and
Administration, which is below the statutory maximum of 20%. The City is in compliance with the required
1.5 maximum drawdown ratio with a drawdown ration of 1.01.

The HOME program is being administered in a timely manner and in accordance with applicable activity
limitations and match requirements. The City was not required to provide a match for FY 2013’s HOME
funds because the City satisfied the distressed criteria for participating jurisdictions in accordance with
HOME Program regulations. The City has also met the 15% Community Housing Development
Organization (CHDO) requirement.
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4. Summary of citizen participation process and consultation process

The City of Chester has followed its Citizen Participation Plan in the planning and preparation of the Five
Year Consolidated Plan. The City held its first public hearing on the needs of the community and its
residents on January 13, 2015. This provided the residents, agencies, and organizations with the
opportunity to discuss the City’s CDBG and HOME Programs and to provide suggestions for future CDBG
and HOME Programs priorities and activities.

The Chester Economic Development Authority maintains a mailing list for its CDBG Program and sends
out copies of its public hearings notices and meetings concerning the CDBG and HOME Programs. Notices
are sent to all agencies and individuals who have participated in previous programs and activities.

A copy of the “Draft Five Year Consolidated Plan and the FY 2015 Annual Action Plan” was placed on public
display for review by the general public agencies and organizations in the community. A newspaper notice
announcing that these documents were placed on public display was published in the “Delaware County
Daily Times,” the newspaper of general circulation in the area. The “Draft Five Year Consolidated Plan and
the FY 2015 Annual Action Plan” were on public display at the following location:

A citizen survey was prepared and advertised to residents through February 28, 2015. A copy was placed
on the City’s website. The results of the survey were used to help determine the goals and outcomes. A
more detailed analysis and description of the citizen participation process is contained in Section PR-15,
“Citizen Participation.”

5. Summary of public comments

The City of Chester held its First Public Hearing on January 13, 2015 at 6:00 PM. Comments received at
that public hearing are included in the attachments at the end of the Five Year Plan.

The Five Year Consolidated Plan and FY 2015 Annual Action Plan was placed on public display from March
2, 2015 to April 3, 2015. A Second Public Hearing was held on March 10, 2015. Comments that were
received at the Second Public Hearing and display period are included in the attachments at the end of
this Five Year Plan.

6. Summary of comments or views not accepted and the reasons for not accepting them

All comments and suggestions that were received to date, have been accepted and incorporated into the
planning document.
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7. Summary

The main goals of the Five Year Consolidated Plan are to improve the living conditions of all residents in
the City of Chester, create a suitable and sustainable living environment, and to address the housing and
community development needs of the City’s residents.

The Five Year Consolidated Planning process requires that the City prepare in a single document its
strategies and goals to address housing needs; establish and maintain a suitable living environment; and
to encourage economic opportunities for every resident. The City will use the Consolidated Plan goals to
allocate CDBG and HOME funds over the next five (5) years and to provide direction to its strategic
partners, participating agencies, and stakeholder organizations to address the housing and community
development needs of the low- and moderate-income residents of the City of Chester. HUD will evaluate
the City’s performance based on the goals established in the Five Year Consolidated Plan.

1. Introduction

While preparing the FY 2015-2019 Consolidated Plan and FY 2015 Annual Action Plan, the City of Chester
consulted with the City departments, Chester Housing Authority, social services agencies, housing
providers, and members of the Delaware County Continuum of Care. An online survey was placed on the
City's website for residents to complete. Input from meetings, public hearings, and surveys were used to
develop the Five Year Consolidated Plan.

The City of Chester works with the following agencies to enhance coordination:

Chester Economic Development Authority (CEDA) - Oversees the CDBG and HOME Programs.
Chester Housing Authority — Coordination with the Section 8 Housing Choice Vouchers and
improvements to public housing communities.

Social Services Agencies — Provides funds to improve services to low and moderate income
persons.

Housing Providers — Provides funds to rehabilitate and develop affordable housing and provide
housing opportunities for low and moderate income households.

Delaware County Continuum of Care - Oversees the Continuum of Care funds.

Each year, as part of the CDBG application planning process, local agencies, and organizations are invited
to submit proposals for COBG and HOME funds for eligible activities. These groups participate in the
planning process by attending the public hearings, informational meetings, and completing survey forms.

Describe coordination with the Continuum of Care and efforts to address the needs of
homeless persons (particularly chronically homeless individuals and families, families with
children, veterans, and unaccompanied youth) and persons at risk of homelessness

The City of Chester is a member of the Upper Darby/Chester/Haverford/Delaware County Continuum of
Care - PA 502. Upper Darby/Chester/Haverford/Delaware County Continuum of Care is also known as the
Delaware County Homeless Services Coalition and is administered by the Delaware County Division of
Adult and Family Services (AFS) which submits the annual CoC Consolidated Application for funding on
behalf of the CoC. The City works with the Upper Darby/Chester/Haverford/Delaware County CoC to
address homelessness by working together to develop a framework to deliver housing and services to the
homeless. The Delaware County Homeless Services Coalition carries out its activities throughout Delaware
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County, including the entitlement areas of Chester City, Upper Darby Township, Haverford Township, and
the remaining 46 municipalities within the geographical border of Delaware County.

The Delaware County Homeless Services Coalition Governing Board serves and acts as the oversight and
planning body for preventing and ending homelessness for the CoC general membership body. The Board
consists of a diverse set of representative stakeholders throughout the region. The Board is responsible
for approval and implementation of all CoC policies and procedures, voting on funding priorities,
governing board operation, bylaw updates, and HEARTH ACT funding strategies.

The Board is comprised of numerous and diverse social service and governmental organizations, including:
Horizon House, Community Action Agency, Holcomb, Ralph Moses House, Coatesville VA Medical Center,
Children and Youth Services, Domestic Abuse Project, Delaware County Office of Behavioral Health,
Delaware County Office of Housing and Community Development, AIDS Care Group, Catholic Social
Services, Delaware County Housing Authority, Family and Community Service, Mental Health Association
SEPA, and the Salvation Army. Coordination of the programs and funds is accomplished by the CoC Board
for chronically homeless individuals and families, families with children, veterans and unaccompanied
youth, along with the administration of the HMIS System.

Needs Assessment Overview

The City of Chester used the HUD Comprehensive Housing Affordability Strategy (CHAS) data, which
provides statistical data on housing needs, to prepare its estimates and projects. The tables in this section
have been prepopulated with HUD data sets based on the American Community Survey (ACS) five year
estimates, and the 2010 U.S. Census. This data is the most current information available to assess housing
needs, homeless needs, special needs, social service needs, economic development needs, etc.

Chester is part of the Upper Darby/Chester/Haverford/Delaware County Continuum of Care - PA 502,
which is also known as the Delaware County Homeless Services Coalition. Data for the development for
the homeless needs section was obtained from the Delaware County Homeless Services Coalition.

Additional needs for the City of Chester were obtained from input and interviews with various social
service agencies, housing providers, city staff, and resident and agency survey responses.

Summary of Housing Needs

Based on a comparison between the 2000 and 2011 population, the City of Chester had a 7% decrease in
its population. The population decrease was 2,518 persons consisting of 880 households. This would
suggest that family households or multi-person households are leaving the City of Chester. Furthermore,
the median income of the area increased by 8%. This increase in median income represents a change in
nominal dollars and not a change in real dollars. In order to calculate the change in real dollars, the
Consumer Price Index is used to calculate the inflation rate for a given period. Between 2000 and 2011,
the cumulative inflation rate was approximately 30.6%, meaning that the $25,703.00 median income in
2000 would be $33,568.12 if it were expressed in 2011 dollars. By taking into consideration the rate of
inflation, the median income in Chester has not kept up with the rate of inflation.

Describe the number and type of single person households in need of housing assistance.

According to the 2007-2011 American Community Survey (ACS), there were 11,917 households in 2011 in
the City of Chester. Based on this number of households, 4,195 (35.2%) of all households were single
person households living alone. Single person households aged 65 and over comprised 1,334 households
or (11.2%) of all households. Based on the ACS estimates, 31.8% of all persons living alone are seniors,
and it is presumed that as they age in place, additional accommodations and supportive services will be
needed for this portion of the City’s population. The City needs to assist in obtaining funding and support
the collaboration of housing and elderly support agencies to provide programs, activities and
accommodations for its elderly population.

Estimate the number and type of families in need of housing assistance who are disabled or
victims of domestic violence, dating violence, sexual assault and stalking.

Disabled Population — Based on the 2000 CHAS Data and the 2007-2011 ACS Data, it is estimated that
53.6% of all disabled renters have a housing problem. This includes cost overburdened households of 30%
or another type of housing problem, and 45.3% of disabled homeowners with a housing problem that
includes cost overburdened by 30% or another type of housing problem. From these estimates, it can be
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deduced that approximately 1,320 disabled renters have a housing problem and approximately 2,960
disabled homeowners have a housing problem. A breakdown of the types of disability is as follows:
hearing difficulty = 12.33%; vision difficulty = 19.37%; cognitive difficulty = 41.81%; ambulatory difficulty
=58.51%; self-care difficulty = 17.92%; and independent living difficulty = 44.54%. Some of these persons
have two or more disabilities.

Victims of Domestic Violence, Dating Violence, sexual assault, and stalking — Based on the local crime
statistics and social service agency responses to interviews and surveys, it is estimated that
approximately 20 single family households and family households that are victims of domestic violence,
dating violence, sexual assault, and stalking, all of which are in need of housing assistance.

What are the most common housing problems?

The largest housing problem in the City of Chester is housing affordability. According to the 2007-2011
ACS data, 53.7% of all renter households are cost overburdened by 30% or more, and 27.4% of all owner
households are cost overburdened by 30% or more.

In consultations, interviews and surveys, the lack of affordable accessible housing for the disabled is the
largest unmet housing need and problem. The housing stock in the City is older and most single family
residential structures are two stories in height and therefore are not accessible.

Another housing issue is the lack of permanent supportive housing for the homeless. Once again this is an
affordability issue.

Are any populations/household types more affected than others by these problems?

The elderly and disabled populations are the most affected by the high cost of housing in the City of
Chester. The elderly and disabled are on fixed or limited incomes. The lack of affordable housing that is
decent, safe, and sound forces them into housing that does not meet these standards.

The other largest group affected by the lack of affordable housing is the homeless and persons at-risk of
becoming homeless, including persons who are victims of domestic violence.

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The Delaware County Homeless Services Coalition CoC provides services to the homeless of Delaware
County, including the City of Chester. The Delaware County Homeless Services Coalition CoC, incorporates
local planning efforts when developing strategies for addressing homelessness throughout the County.

On June 30, 2014, the City of Chester submitted an application to the Pennsylvania Emergency Solutions
Grant Program for ESG funds on behalf of the Community Action Agency of Delaware County, Inc. to
provide rapid-rehousing and homelessness prevention. This application was approved by the State and it
is expected that the City will received these funds in 2015.

Specific needs of the extremely low-income who are housed, but are at imminent risk of becoming
unsheltered or living in shelters are: food, clothing, transportation and job training. The local social service
agencies provide food and clothing through food pantries, food kitchens and thrift stores. Transportation
and job training are limited and funds are needed to address those needs.

The local organizations maintain records in the HMIS system and continue to monitor and tract assisted
households. The HMIS reports indicate that only a small percentage of assisted clients return to
homelessness after twelve (12) months of service.

Specify particular housing characteristics that have been linked with instability and an
increased risk of homelessness

The high cost of decent, safe, and sanitary housing in the City creates instability and an increased risk of
homelessness for lower income families in the area. Many families are living from paycheck to paycheck
and are paying over 30% of their income for housing.

The other housing characteristic that adds to the instability is the lack of homeownership and financial
training. For example, residents need to be aware of predatory lending practices, the risk of purchasing a
house through a “land contract,” and the lack of knowledge on home maintenance.

The greatest housing problem facing the City of Chester is the lack of affordable housing and the fact that
many of the City’s lower income households are paying more than 30% of their total household income
on housing related costs. The following information was noted: 385 White households were cost
overburdened by 30% to 50%, and 250 White households were cost over burdened by greater than 50%;
1,945 Black/African American households were cost overburdened by 30% to 50%, and 2,585

A total of 385 White households were considered cost overburdened by between 30% and 50%, which is
15.7% of the total cases of households that were considered cost overburdened by between 30% and
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50%. This number is slightly above the 15.33% of the total number of households that the White category
comprises.

Are there any Income categories in which a racial or ethnic group has disproportionately
greater need than the needs of that income category as a whole?

According to the 2007-2011 American Community Survey, the racial composition of households in the City
of Chester was 15.33% White; 79.71% African American/Black; 0.48% Asian; 2.87% Other races; and 1.34%
two or more races. The Hispanic or Latino population was 6.27%. There are no disproportionately
impacted groups in terms of having a housing problem, a severe housing problem, or a housing cost
burden.

When examining the percentage of each race or ethnic group with a housing problem, a severe housing
problem, and that are housing cost overburdened, a different picture presents itself. 48.9% of all Hispanics
experienced a housing problem, while 48.8% of Black/African Americans, 35.6% of Whites, and 26.3% of
Asians experienced one. These numbers are even more skewed for severe housing problems, with 42.17%
of Hispanics, 28.9% of Black/African Americans, and 14.5% of Whites experiencing severe housing
problems. These numbers show that if you are Black/African American or Hispanic, you are more likely to
experience a housing problem. These numbers also show that if you are Hispanic you are more likely to
experience a severe housing problem than you are if you identify as any other racial or ethnic group.

If they have needs not identified above, what are those needs?

The greatest housing need in the City of Chester for all income classes, is the need for affordable, decent,
safe, accessible, and sound housing. There is housing, but it is not decent, safe, accessible, and sound
housing. The Five Year Goal is to focus on developing new housing and rehabilitate affordable, decent,
safe, accessible, and sound housing to improve the quality of rental and owner-occupied housing.

Are any of those racial or ethnic groups located in specific areas or neighborhoods in your
community?

The most recent data available on the concentration of racial or ethnic minorities is the 2010 U.S. Census
data. According to this data, the City of Chester has a minority population of 82.75% of its total population.
The City uses the definition of an Area of Minority Concentration as a Census Tract or Block Group where
at least 50% of the population who reside in that area are identified as being a minority person. Based on
this definition there is only one Census Tract in the City of Chester that does not qualify as an Area of
Minority Concentration with a percentage of minority persons over 50%: Census Tract 4047.

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Section 504 Needs Assessment: Describe the needs of public housing tenants and applicants on
the waiting list for accessible units:

The Housing Choice Voucher Program waiting list opened in October 15, 2012 and in two and one-half
weeks, 1,369 applications were filed. 500 applications were randomly drawn and placed on the waiting
list. The Chester Housing Authority anticipates that the 500 applicants on the waiting list will be sufficient
to fill turnover for several years. 92% of those on the waiting list are families and the type of housing unit
most needed are three bedroom units.

Due to limited program turnover, projected funding shortfalls, and lack of new funding, the Section 8
Housing Choice Voucher Program's waiting period has averaged 7-10 years.

There is a need for accessible housing accommodations for the elderly applicants on the waiting list. There
are approximately 415 households on the Section 8 Housing Choice Waiting List. Of those households: 14
are elderly households; and 15 have disability or accessibility requirements. There are 98 elderly
applicants waiting for public housing units at Matapos (12), Edgemont and Madison Senior Apartments
(21), and Gateway Senior Apartments (64).

Most immediate needs of residents of Public Housing and Housing Choice voucher holders

The most immediate needs of Public Housing residents is for employment training, job opportunities, and
transportation for shopping and medical services. These housing needs are being addressed by the Public
Housing Authority.

The Chester Housing Authority has worked to create a sense of community within the Public
Housing Communities by operating a variety of resident oriented programs. The “With Every Heartbeat Is
Life (WEHL)” program offer residents health education and health programming to reduce cardiovascular
risk. “Fathers Are Talking” is a support network for fathers in the public housing communities and has
spread throughout the Chester community. Women in the public housing communities have the
opportunity to attend “Women'’s Circle” which is the female version of “Fathers Are Talking.” The Chester
Housing Authority’s “Bennett Community Garden” which provides public housing residents with a place
to raise a vegetable garden. Each of the public housing communities has an active resident council that
provides residents with a place to discuss issues facing their community.

The Chester Housing Authority has its own police force that works with local law enforcement in
maintaining the safety and security of the Public Housing communities. However, there is a need for more
security cameras at all of the Public Housing communities. Between July 2012 and June 2013, there were
over 17,000 calls for service resulting in 19 arrests.
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For Public Housing residents and Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher holders, as well as those on the
waiting list, the supply of available affordable units is limited which creates a shortage of affordable
housing choices.

How do these needs compare to the housing needs of the population at large

The needs of the existing public housing residents and Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Holders are not
similar to the population at large which has a much higher income. Those residents are living in decent,
safe, and sanitary housing that is affordable to them since they are in a higher income bracket. However,
the needs of individuals, not residents of Public Housing or Housing Choice voucher holders, but who are
low income, are similar. They also struggle with housing affordability and accessibility.

Discussion

The Chester Housing Authority’s mission is “To provide quality, safe, and affordable housing for low- and
moderate-income households in a discrimination-free environment; to integrate CHA residents and
developments into the surrounding neighborhoods, and to serve as a catalyst for revitalization and
development for participant families and the City of Chester, Pennsylvania.” In carrying out this mission
the Chester Housing Authority is a partner with the City in addressing the housing needs for the residents
of Chester who are very low and extremely low income.

The City of Chester has identified the need for affordable housing that is decent, safe, and sanitary. The
Chester Housing Authority is a valuable resource in addressing that need. There is a significant number of
households in the City that are at or below 50% of AMI that are affected by housing problems, severe
housing problems and housing cost burdens.

Estimate the number and type of families in need of housing assistance for families with
children and the families of veterans.

Based on the information provided from members of the Delaware County Homeless Services Coalition
Continuum of Care, it is estimated that 136 families with children and 20 families of Veterans are in need
of housing assistance.

A total of 323 Black/African American individuals are experiencing some type of homelessness within
Delaware County.

Housing Market Analysis Overview:

The City of Chester is an older, well established City located just under five (5) miles from the border of
the City of Philadelphia. With the departure of many of the shipyards and factories in the 1960’s, the City
of Chester has been in a continual state of population decline, from a population of 66,039 in 1950 to a
population of 22,972 in 2010. A decline in the number of total households and housing stock has
accompanied this decline in population. In 2000 the City of Chester had 12,797 households and in 2010
the City had 11,917 households, a 7% decrease.

The housing stock in the City of Chester is considerably older. Almost one-half (49.7%) of all the occupied
housing units were built before 1950, which is over 60 years ago. Between 2000 and 2011 there were only
643 (4.3%) units built.

According to the 2007-2011 American Community Survey Data, the City now has 4,777 owner-occupied
housing units (40.1% of all occupied housing units) and 7,140 renter-occupied housing units (59.9% of all
occupied housing units).

The condition of the housing stock is poor. Many of the housing stock are either neglected or not
adequately maintained. According to the ACS data for 2007-2011, there are 2,993 vacant housing units in
the City, which is approximately 20.1% of all the housing units. This is substantially higher than the housing
vacancy rate of Delaware County which is 7.3% and the statewide vacancy rate of 10.8%.

The median home value as of 2011 was $71,700 and the median contract rent was $781/month for the
same time period.

Discussion

There is a need to bring the ratio of owner occupied to renter occupied housing units into balance. The
goal of the City of Chester is to encourage home ownership and pride in the City. The City has been using
its limited financial resources to encourage home ownership. The City is willing to partner with private
developers and not for profit housing development agencies to construct new sales housing in the City
that is affordable to lower income families.

Introduction

The cost of housing has increased by 66% in the last 11 years for a single family home. Recent sales indicate
a significantly lower sales price than the $71,700 reported by the 2007-2011 A.C.S. by almost $40,000 per
home. According to "RealtyTrac," the average home price in October of 2014 was approximately $32,000.

The cost of rent has increased by 47% from 2000 to 2011. This shows a great need for affordable rental
units.

The City needs to continue its efforts to increase home ownership and bring the ownership versus renter

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According to "RentoMeter" (www.rentometer.com), it is estimated that the Area Median Rent for a one
bedroom apartment is $612 per month; for a two bedroom apartment $751 per month; for a three
bedroom apartment $859 per month; and for a four bedroom apartment $1084 per month. These
estimates are less than the HOME rents and Fair Market Rents for one, two, three and four bedroom
apartments. The assisted rental housing units do not unduly impact the market forces dictating rents in
the City of Chester.

Need for Owner and Rental Rehabilitation

There are approximately 5,459 housing units that are suitable for rehabilitation work. However, the cost
of rehabilitation exceeds the income and capital of most lower income homeowners. Most of the vacant
housing units will remain vacant since the property owners do not want to invest, fearing that there will
be little to no return on their investment. Landlords are also reluctant to invest in their properties,
especially since they are already rented and there is a demand for rental units whether they are up to
code standards or not.

According to the 2007-2011 ACS data,
53.7% of all renter households are cost overburdened by 30% or more, and 27.4% of all owner households
are cost overburdened by 30% or more.

The City of Chester also experiences a lack of accessible affordable housing for the elderly and disabled.
The housing stock is older and most single family residential structures are two stories in height and
therefore are not accessible.

The City of Chester has worked with Delaware County in the preparation of an Analysis of Impediments
to Fair Housing Choice. This document is the result of a collaborative effort between multiple
municipalities and the County government. The impediments identified do not necessarily all apply to the
City of Chester. However, the City of Chester is cognizant that these impediments do exist in the region.

The City of Chester is an economically struggling community. Many of the City’s major employers left the
area in the second half of the 20th Century. The City struggles to keep employers in the City and to
encourage new businesses to start or locate there. These struggles are exacerbated by a high crime rate
and an underqualified workforce.

The City’s goals for Economic Development are:

ED-1 Employment - Support and encourage new job creation, job retention, and employment and
job training services.

ED-2 Financial Assistance - Support business and commercial growth through expansion and new
development

ED-3 Redevelopment Programs - Plan and promote the development and redevelopment of
vacant commercial and industrial sites and facilities

ED-4 Financial Incentives - Support and encourage new economic development through local,
State, and Federal tax incentives and programs. (Tax Increment Financing, tax Abatements,
Enterprise Zone, Keystone Opportunity Zone, Section 108 Loan Guarantee Program, Economic
Development Initiative, etc.)

The City of Chester realizes that there is a need to increase employment, self-sufficiency, educational
training, and empowerment of the residents of the City of Chester.

Describe any major changes that may have an economic impact, such as planned local or
regional public or private sector investments or initiatives that have affected or may affect job
and business growth opportunities during the planning period. Describe any needs for
workforce development, business support or infrastructure these changes may create.

Currently, there are no major changes planned that would affect the City of Chester’s local economy.
Major employers in the City do not have plans to move significant numbers of the workforce out of the
City. There are no current plans to have a major employer locate in the City of Chester.
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How do the skills and education of the current workforce correspond to employment
opportunities in the jurisdiction?

According to the 2007-2011 American Community Survey data, the City of Chester has an unemployment
rate of 16.5% which is higher than the Pennsylvania unemployment rate of 7.9% for that same period. In
Chester, there are 10,577 workers and only 10,129 jobs. The unemployment rate is also larger in the 18-
25 age group as opposed to older age groups. This suggests that as younger members of the workforce
leave school and enter the workforce, they are struggling to find employment.

According to the 2007-2011 American Community Survey data, there are job deficiencies (the number of
qualified workers exceeds the number of jobs available) in the following sectors:

Agriculture, Mining, Oil and Gas Extraction — 0% of the sector workforce is utilized
Information — 23.3% of the sector workforce is utilized

Other Services — 72.3% of the sector workforce is utilized

Professional, Scientific, Management Services — 62.2% of the sector workforce is utilized
Public Administration — 0% of the sector workforce is utilized

Retail Trade — 27.6% of the sector workforce is utilized

Transportation and Warehousing — 44.7% of the sector workforce is utilized

Wholesale Trade — 59.1% of the sector workforce is utilized

The most recent data available on the concentration of racial or ethnic minorities is the 2010 U.S. Census
data. According to this data, the City of Chester has a minority population of 82.75% of its total population.
The City uses the definition of an Area of Minority Concentration as a Census Tract or Block Group where
at least 50% of the population who reside in that area are identified as being a minority person. Based on
this definition there is only one Census Tract in the City of Chester that does not qualify as an Area of
Minority Concentration with a percentage of minority persons over 50%: Census Tract 4047. All other
eleven (11) Census Tracts have more than 50% of the population that identify as being a minority person.

Attached to this Plan are maps which illustrate the City of Chester’s demographics.

What are the characteristics of the market in these areas/neighborhoods?

These areas are located throughout the City of Chester. The market characteristics of the City as a whole
apply to these Census Tracts. The housing market in the City is weak and there is an imbalance between
renters and homeowners. This fact remains true for all minority concentrated areas of the City.

Are there any community assets in these areas/neighborhoods?

There are numerous assets in these areas. Since these C.T.’s and B.G.’s comprise most of the City, most of
the services and community assets are located in this area. These areas contain the City Hall, main fire
and police stations, the Boys & Girls Club, schools, churches, etc.

Are there other strategic opportunities in any of these areas?

These areas also contain the historic districts of the City. There is the opportunity for historic tax credits
and revitalization of historic portions of the City.

The Chester Redevelopment Authority has been assembling a number of parcels within the boundaries of the East Side Neighborhood
Revitalization target area and contiguous neighborhoods on the east side of Chester. This property has the ability to be used to expand affordable
housing opportunities or to provide needed green space. Land assemblage in contiguous areas has the potential for being used for economic
development providing both jobs and retail opportunities for low and moderate income residents. CRA will continue to acquire parcels in strategic
locations to complete land assemblage as funding allows.

The Chester Economic Development Authority in partnership with Best Homes has completed the first phase of a four phase neighborhood
revitalization. The area has enabled roughly 20 families to live in improved residences Projects being carried out are as follows:

Building rehabilitation and affordability: Rehabilitating publicly owned buildings to be used as affordable rent homes.

Increasing Security of homes: Utilizing fencing and Window bars to increase security of homes — roughly 40-50 upgraded and secure
residences.

Vacant lot to Garden Lot: Conversion of an abandoned lot into a garden and park area for residents of neighborhood and senior center.

The Chester Community Improvement Project (CCIP) housing initiative will address a two-fold problem; The Abandonment and subsequent
deteriorating housing stock, and the shortage of quality affordable housing for low and moderate-income families. The CCIP has an agreement to
purchase a home on east 23rd Street. With the home, the CCIP plans to utilize its Housing Initiative to help reverse the cycle of decay of
neighborhoods and provide energy efficient, affordable homes for low and moderate —income families.

Barriers to Affordable Housing

The largest housing problem in the City of Chester is affordability. According to the 2007-2011 ACS data,
53.7% of all renter households are cost overburdened by 30% or more, and 27.4% of all owner households
are cost overburdened by 30% or more.

The City of Chester also experiences a lack of accessible affordable housing for the elderly and disabled.
The housing stock is older and most single family residential structures are two stories in height and
therefore are not accessible.

The City of Chester has worked with Delaware County in the preparation of an Analysis of Impediments
to Fair Housing Choice. This document is the result of a collaborative effort between multiple
municipalities and the County government. The impediments identified do not necessarily all apply to the
City of Chester. However, the City of Chester is cognizant that these impediments do exist in the region.
The impediments identified by the Delaware County Analysis of Impediments to Fair Housing Choice that
relate to affordable housing include the following:

Impediment #6: Housing prices, saving for down-payment and closing costs, ability to secure financing,
and home repairs make it difficult to purchase and maintain a home in all areas of Delaware County,
particularly for low and moderate income households.

Goal 1: Increase homeownership education and financing for low- to moderate-income
households.

Goal 2: Offer rehabilitation resources to help maintain homes for low- to moderate-income
households.

Goal 3: Assist homeowners in need of accessibility modifications.

Goal 4: Partner with local employers to provide homeownership opportunities.

Goal 5: Offer assistance to Section 8 recipients to use their vouchers for purchasing a home.

Impediment #7: Very strong demand in Delaware County for quality, affordable rental housing and
Section 8 housing vouchers.

The City of Chester is committed to removing or reducing barriers to the development of affordable

housing whenever possible throughout the City. A variety of actions include, among others, to reduce the

cost of housing to make it affordable. To achieve this goal, the City of Chester plans to:

Provide developers with incentives for construction of affordable housing
Provide down payment and closing cost assistance to lower-income homebuyers
Promote Federal and State financial assistance for affordable housing

The City’s Comprehensive Plan was recently updated and it appears to be in compliance with the Federal
regulations governing fair housing and identifies strategies to promote affordable housing development.
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SP-60 Homelessness Strategy — 91.215(d)

Reaching out to homeless persons (especially unsheltered persons) and assessing their
individual needs

The Delaware County Homeless Services Coalition CoC has relied on its member organizations to conduct
homeless outreach and assessments. Outreach workers visit known encampments to offer assistance and
to provide information on supportive and health care services. Shelters offer meals, services, bathing and
shower facilitates to homeless individuals and families. Care management services are provided on an
individual basis to assist in referrals for housing, shelter, health care, and other human services.

Addressing the emergency and transitional housing needs of homeless persons

All of the shelters provide case management services to assist homeless persons, including chronically
homeless individuals and families, to make the transition to permanent housing. During their shelter stays,
counseling is provided to the heads of the households to improve their incomes, either through
employment or referrals to state and federal agencies to supplement their income and/or to address their
disabilities. They are referred to programs such as Medicaid, food stamps, veterans’ health benefits,
disability, social security, etc. Case management staff refer the disabled, homeless individuals and families
to permanent supportive housing programs. Veterans are referred to the VA Center in Coatesville,
veterans’ housing choices, and the VASH supportive housing vouchers. Shelter care case management
staff assists clients in locating suitable housing that they can continue to reside in upon discharge.

Helping homeless persons (especially chronically homeless individuals and families, families
with children, veterans and their families, and unaccompanied youth) make the transition to
permanent housing and independent living, including shortening the period of time that
individuals and families experience homelessness, facilitating access for homeless individuals
and families to affordable housing units, and preventing individuals and families who were
recently homeless from becoming homeless again.

The Delaware County Homeless Services Coalition is working to increase the supply of permanent
supportive housing options, as well as independent living opportunities. Once again, due to the lack of
funding, it is doubtful that the City and the CoC will be able to develop the needed additional affordable
housing units. The CoC agencies continue to provide supportive services to those that find permanent
housing. The CoC has found that continual assistance to those that were once homeless is the most
effective way to prevent individuals and families from returning to homelessness.
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Help low-income individuals and families avoid becoming homeless, especially extremely low-
income individuals and families who are likely to become homeless after being discharged from
a publicly funded institution or system of care, or who are receiving assistance from public and
private agencies that address housing, health, social services, employment, education or youth
needs

Based on data from the PIT Count on 1/28/14, it is estimated that 40% of homeless persons counted have
a severe mental illness; 22% have chronic substance issues; 1% fall within the Intellectual Disability
guidelines, 10% are aging, and 12% are transition-age youth. In addition, there were 35 chronically
homeless individuals and homeless families identified.

The CoC will work to incremetally create permanent supportive housing beds to meet the supportive
needs of this population.
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SP-65 Lead based paint Hazards — 91.215(i)
Actions to address LBP hazards and increase access to housing without LBP hazards

The revised Federal lead-based paint regulations published on September 15, 1999 (24 CFR Part 35) have
had a significant impact on many activities — rehabilitation, tenant based rental assistance, and property
acquisition — supported by the CDBG program. The City of Chester will comply with Title 24 Part 35: Lead-
Based Paint Poisoning Prevention in Certain Residential Structures (Current Rule).

How are the actions listed above related to the extent of lead poisoning and hazards?

Prior to 1980, lead-based paint was used widely throughout homes and businesses in the United States.
According the 2007-2011 American Community Survey Data and the 2007-2011 CHAS Data, approximately
93% of owner-occupied houses and 82% of renter-occupied houses have a risk of containing lead-based
paint. In 2009, of the children tested in Delaware County for lead in their blood, 1.15% had elevated levels.
Of the 67 counties in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, Delaware County ranked 28th best.

It is the City's policy that either certified testers conduct risk assessments for lead contamination or the
developer assumes all painted building components contain lead based paint, and the components are
removed as part of the rehabilitation process. If required by the risk assessment, the containment of lead
paint in all housing rehabilitation activities must be completed. A certified firm will test the property at
the completion of the rehabilitation work to confirm that the property complies with 24 CFR Part 35.

To address the hazards of lead poisoning through exposure to lead-based paint, the City’s Public Safety
Department performs blood lead screening tests on children age six and younger, focusing on children
with the highest risk of being lead poisoned. Screening services are provided by the City along with
education on the hazards of lead-based paint. In the event that lead-based paint is found in a rental unit,
the City requires the landlord to undertake the abatement work.

How are the actions listed above integrated into housing policies and procedures?

Lead based paint hazard reduction has been integrated into the City’s housing policies and program in
compliance with 24 CFR Part 35. All units where rehabilitation will be undertaken that were constructed
prior to 1978 are tested by a certified inspector or assumed to have lead-based paint. Homebuyer units
are given a visual inspection for defective paint which the seller must remediate before the unit is
approved for the program.

All units purchased with funds from the City of Chester’'s Homebuyer Assistance Program require an
inspection for chipped and peeling paint and for the seller to remediate any lead-based paint problems
prior to sale.

According to the 2007-2011 American Community Survey Data, approximately 32.3% of the City of
Chester’s residents live in poverty, while only 9.5% of Delaware County residents live in poverty and 11.9%
of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania residents live in poverty. Female-headed households with children
are particularly affected by poverty at 41.9%. The City’s goal is to reduce the extent of poverty by 5%,
based on actions the City can control and work with other agencies/organizations.

The City’s anti-poverty strategy is based on attracting a range of businesses and supporting workforce
development including job-training services for low income residents. In addition, the City’s strategy is to
provide supportive services for target income residents.

CEDA, on behalf of the City of Chester, has developed monitoring standards and procedures that it will
follow during the implementation of the FY 2015-2019 Consolidated Plan. Performance monitoring is an
important component in the long-term success of the City’s Programs. CEDA is responsible for ensuring
that the recipients of Federal funds meet the purposes of the appropriate legislation and regulations, and
that funds are disbursed in a timely manner.

CEDA will monitor activities carried out to further the 5-year Consolidated Plan and to ensure long-term
compliance with program requirements. The objectives of this monitoring are to make sure that activities:
1) comply with all regulations governing their administrative, financial, and programmatic operation; 2)
achieve their performance objectives within schedule and budget; and 3) comply with the Consolidated
Plan.

CEDA prepares agreements for housing and non-housing activities financed with CDBG and HOME funds.
Invoices are monitored for compliance with the approved spending plan and Federal Regulations. CEDA
administers the Integrated Disbursement and Information System (IDIS). CEDA is also primarily
responsible for setting up and administering activities. The monitoring standards and procedures that
have been adopted ensure that statutory and regulatory requirements are being met and the information
submitted to HUD is correct and complete.

The monitoring procedures and requirements of the Consolidated Plan will be an extension of CEDA’s
existing monitoring system and experience in administering State and Federal programs. The standards
and procedures established by CEDA for monitoring the implementation of the Consolidated Plan ensure
that:

The objectives of the National Affordable Housing Act are met;

Program activities are progressing in compliance with timely parameters;

The use of all funds is consistent with HUD guidelines; and,

All participating agencies are in compliance with applicable laws implementing regulations, and
in particular, with requirements to affirmatively further fair housing and minimize displacement
of LMI persons.

CEDA monitors the various programs and activities that are funded with the CDBG and HOME grants. A
subrecipient monitoring plan has been put in place to ensure compliance by agencies funded with the
CDBG public service and public facilities funding and housing development funded with HOME funds. The
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following key components of the CDBG monitoring process ensure that the City’s Consolidated Plan goals
are being met in a timely and efficient manner:

Recordkeeping Systems — Recordkeeping requirements outlined in 24 CFR Part 570.503 are
adhered to. Each project file is documented as to eligibility and national objective, the
beneficiaries of the activity, procurements, agreements, and related compliance issues.
Financial Management — All financial transactions are carefully recorded and reconciled between
the in-house system and IDIS.

Audit Management — All audits are conducted in accordance with federal and State regulations,
specifically Federal OMB circulars A-128 and A-133.

HOME activities undertaken by CHDO’s and other non-profit housing providers are similarly monitored.
Each CHDO agreement contains monitoring provisions for recordkeeping, fair housing compliance,
financial management and audits.

The Chester Redevelopment Authority has been assembling a number of parcels within the boundaries of
the East Side Neighborhood Revitalization target area and contiguous neighborhoods on the east side of
Chester. This property has the ability to be used to expand affordable housing opportunities or to provide
needed green space. Land assemblage in contiguous areas has the potential for being used for economic
development providing both jobs and retail opportunities for low and moderate income residents. CRA
will continue to acquire parcels in strategic locations to complete land assemblage as funding allows.

The Chester Economic Development Authority in partnership with Best Homes has completed the first
phase of a four phase neighborhood revitalization. The area has enabled roughly 20 families to live in
improved residences Projects being carried out are as follows:

Building rehabilitation and affordability: Rehabilitating publicly owned buildings to be used as
affordable rent homes.

Increasing Security of homes: Utilizing fencing and Window bars to increase security of homes —
roughly 40-50 upgraded and secure residences.

Vacant lot to Garden Lot: Conversion of an abandoned lot into a garden and park area for
residents of neighborhood and senior center.

The Chester Community Improvement Project (CCIP) housing initiative will address a two-fold problem;
The Abandonment and subsequent deteriorating housing stock, and the shortage of quality affordable
housing for low and moderate-income families. The CCIP has an agreement to purchase a home on east
23rd Street. With the home, the CCIP plans to utilize its Housing Initiative to help reverse the cycle of
decay of neighborhoods and provide energy efficient, affordable homes for low and moderate —income
families.

Of the City of Chester’s total population, 71.9% are considered low- and moderate-income. As such, any
activity under the CDBG and HOME Programs that the City of Chester undertakes to benefit the City as a
whole, is considered a benefit to the low- and moderate-income individuals in the City. However, for
projects with a localized benefit, the City of Chester will allocate its CDBG and HOME funds to those
geographic areas whose populations are over 51% low and moderate income. The following guidelines
for allocating CDBG and HOME funds will be used by the City for the FY 2015 Program Year:

This receivership
was established in 1990 after residents filed a lawsuit against the Housing Authority for not providing
adequate housing. Under the direction of the receivership, the Chester Housing Authority has become a
well respected Housing Authority. With the ending of the receivership, the structure of the Housing
Authority is not likely to change dramatically. The Board of the Housing Authority will continue to be
appointed by the court. The City will work with the Housing Authority to structure a relationship that still
provides high quality housing and services to the residents of the City of Chester.

Actions planned during the next year to address the needs to public housing

The Housing Authority is using its capital funds to improve the conditions of the public housing units and
to provide a more suitable living environment. Accordingly, the Chester Housing Authority’s Capital Funds
Program Five-Year Action Plan proposes to spend $2,140,208.00 worth of improvements throughout the
public housing communities during FY 2015.

Recapture:

The City of Chester’s Homebuyer Assistance Program (HAP) provides down payment and closing cost
assistance to first time homebuyers and it is subject to recapture provisions. As part of this program,
the homebuyer obtains a fee simple title to a one-unit dwelling or condominium, which has a purchase
price that does not exceed 95% of the median purchase price. The City has generally defined
affordability at 30% of the homebuyer’s household income but will consider slightly higher
affordability based upon compensating factors and the recommendation of the pre-purchase
counselor. The buyer must occupy the property as a principal residence and must qualify as low
income (80% of median or less as defined by the IRS income determination method) at the time of
purchase or, in the case of new construction, at the time the agreement of sale is signed.

The HOME subsidy of up to $10,000 down payment and closing costs is provided in the form of a
deferred payment loan, forgivable after five years. The Mortgage Note defines the repayment of
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principal and reflects the homebuyer’s obligation to repay the HOME debt upon resale if the property
is sold or is no longer the principal residence of the borrower during the affordability period. These
terms must be approved by any lenders who have a priority in receiving proceeds in the event of a
sale of foreclosure. These affordability provisions are automatically revoked if an ownership interest
is prematurely terminated by foreclosure, transfer in lieu of foreclosure, or assignment of an FHA-
insured mortgage to HUD. Further if the homeowner is able to reassume a redemptive interest in the
property, the original affordability period is resumed and continues until its term expires or the
property is sold.

Resale:

All homeownership housing and rental housing supported with funding from the City’s HOME
program in the form of a development subsidy will be subject to a resale restriction. A development
subsidy is the difference between the cost to develop housing and the market price. The purpose of
the resale restriction is to insure that the HOME-assisted unit remains affordable over the entire
affordability period by requiring any purchasers or tenants to be low income. Resale restrictions are
secured with a deed restriction placed on the property.

The resale restriction will apply to all HOME assisted homeownership units that receive a
development subsidy. These projects will include acquisition-renovation-resale as well as new
construction-sales. In the event that a direct subsidy to the buyer, in the form of down payment and
closing cost assistance is provided, it too will be covered by the resale restriction. All Habitat for
Humanity projects will be covered by resale as well.

3. A description of the guidelines for resale or recapture that ensures the affordability of units
acquired with HOME funds?

The City will accept Net Proceeds of Sale at the time of a property transfer during the affordability
period in satisfaction of its lien.
